Alexandra Leese only recently decided to concentrate her
works on her own identity and reshaping the female narra-
tive as a woman herself. Leese’s subjects may seem soft and
discreet, but they can quickly envelop the viewer. Alex’ first
zine Boys of Hong Kong focuses on the new generation of
male Hongkongers; by means of these photos, she aims to
free firstly and foremost her subjects from the western stere-
otypes involving Asian men. The pandemic, on the other
hand, gave life to her most recent and successful project, Me
+ Mine. This time she illustrated 44 women all around the
world, giving them the opportunity to express themselves
through their body in a genuine way, in the attempt to dis-
mantle the male gaze. “Because the body of a woman is so
political, it can be exhausting how our bodies are used as

ways to control and define us”.
