Wang
Kaifan’s works continue to focus on topics such as symbols, lan-
guage, identity and boundaries. His inspiration usually comes from
combining natural or man-made traces and colors, spatial bounda-
ries, reading words in daily life, as well as quoting the “nomadic”
nature of Mongolian culture into the narration of his works. Always
keeping balance among those elements, the transformation and ak-
nowledgment of identity, language barriers and misunderstandings,
the fragmentation and dissociation of space altogether constitute
his leitmotif.
